How to walk Humbly with God...

Jesus said, “Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and
humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls” Matthew 11:29 (NIV)

1. Remember daily who’s God and who’s not!

Then Jesus cried out, “Whoever believes in me does not believe in me only,
but in the ONE who sent me. The ONE who looks at me is seeing the ONE
who sent me. John 12:44-45 (NIV)

Jesus said... “Why were you searching for me?” he asked. “Didn’t you
know I had to be in my Father’s house?” Luke 2:49 (NIV)

2. Pray for humility.




e Get away to a humble setting.

Very early in the morning, while it was still dark, Jesus got up, left the house
and went off to a solitary place, where he prayed. Mark 1:35 (NIV)

e Take a humble position.

He walked away, about a stone's throw, and knelt down and prayed, ...
Luke 22:41 (NLT)

e Start with a humble acknowledgement.

Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, your kingdom come, your
will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Matthew 6:9-10 (NIV)

¢ Recognize humbling moments.

After he had dismissed them, he went up on a mountainside by himself to
pray. When evening came, he was there alone. Matthew 14:23

3. Be more concerned about “Him” being known than myself.

After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: “Father the time
has come. Glorify your Son, that your Son may glorify YOU. For you grant-
ed him authority over all people that he might give eternal life to all those
you have given him. Now this is eternal life: that they may know YOU, the
only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom YOU have sent. I have brought YOU
glory on earth by completing the work YOU gave me to do. John 17:1-4

4. Intentionally serve others for “Their good” and God’s Glory.

For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve... Mark
10:45 (NIV)

When I am with those who are weak, I share their weakness, for I want to
bring the weak to Christ. Yes, I try to find common ground with everyone,
doing everything I can to save some. 1 Corinthians 9:22 (NLT)

Going deeper on your own. This week start each day praying Psalms 92.
Make it personal. Choose to go to a quiet place and take a humble position.
Then choose to bring honor to God everyday in some way. Pray at a meal
with others and glorifying Him for what He has done in your life. Intention-
ally serve someone this week without them knowing it. Along with your
service, send with your gift of service an anonymous letter telling them that
God loves them and wants to have a personal relationship with them
through Jesus Christ.
