#1 PRAY. (30 x 30) (Matthew 9:38)

#2 GO. (Matthew 28:19)  
 
…And you will be my witnesses, telling people about me everywhere--in Je-
rusalem (home town), throughout Judea (surrounding towns), in Samaria 
(In adversarial people groups), and to the ends of the earth (foreign coun-
tries). Acts 1:8 (NLT) 
 

#1 Go to CPCRH and serve. 
 
 #2 Go on mini-mission trips. (SWAT mission teams)  

 
#3 Get up and Go and replace those who have left. 
 

#3 GIVE. For one year, willfully and sacr ificially give above and beyond 

your tithe. (Matthew 6:19-20)

would be known? Why, or why not? What could we do to help spread His 

Gospel as a church? What would you be willing to do?
