Who is the Holy Spirit and how does He “re-ink” us? 
 

1. The Holy Spirit is God. 
 

You lied to the Holy Spirit, …How could you do a thing like this? You 
weren’t lying to us but to God! Acts 5:3-4 (NLT)  

 

2. The Holy Spirit is always present, all knowing, and all powerful. 
 

I can never escape from your Spirit! I can never get away from your 
presence! If I go up to heaven, you are there; if I go down to the 
grave, you are there. Psalm 139:7-8 (NLT) 
 

The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead, lives in you. And 
just as God raised Christ Jesus from the dead, he will give life to your 

mortal bodies by this same Spirit living within you. Romans 8:11 (NLT)  
 

3. The Holy Spirit is a person. 
 

He has a mind. 1 Corinthians 2:11 (NIV) 
 

 



He has emotions. Ephesians 4:30 (NIV) 
 

He acts.  John 16:8 (NLT) 
 

4. The Holy Spirit is an active counselor and guide to the life of a  
believer. 

 

And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another advocate to 
help you and be with you forever— John 14:16 (NIV) 
 

But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the 
truth... John 16:13 (NIV) 

 

5. The Holy Spirit is an intercessor. 
 

And the Father who knows all hearts knows what the Spirit is say-
ing, for the Spirit pleads for us believers in harmony with God’s own 
will. Romans 8:27 (NLT) 

 

6. The Holy Spirit is a healer. 
 

The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead, lives in you. And 
just as God raised Christ Jesus from the dead, he will give life to your 
mortal bodies by this same Spirit living within you. Romans 8:11 (NLT) 

 

7. The Holy Spirit is an active “artist” in my life. 
 

…“And the Lord — who is the Spirit — makes us more and more like 
Him as we are changed into His glorious image” 2 Corinthians 3:18 
(NLT) emphasis mine). 

 

But the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love, joy, 
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,… Gal. 5:22 (NLT) 

 

When do we receive the Holy Spirit? (Acts 2:38-39)  
 

When we repent, accept Jesus as our Savior and Lord, are baptized 
and receive Him.
