1. Requires the right PERSON. (/n my name...)

And IF we know that He
hears us—whatever we ask—we know that we have what we asked
of Him. 1 John 5:14-15 (NIV)

2. Requires the right PURPOSE. (so that the Son can bring glory to the
Father...)

...0ur Father in heaven, Hallowed be Your name. Your kingdom come.
Your will be done... Matthew 6:9-10 (NKJV)

3. Requires the right PRODUCT. (and even greater work...)

Have mercy on me, O God, because of your unfailing love.

Because of your great compassion, blot out the stain of my sins...
Create in me a clean heart, O God. Renew a loyal spirit within me...
Then I will teach your ways to rebels, and they will return to you.
Psalm 51:1, 10 & 13 (NLT)
