Give thanks in all circumstances; for this is God's will for you in Christ 
Jesus. 1 Thessalonians 5:18 (NLT) 
 

7 Ways to Give Thanks to God in all Circumstances 
 
1. Give Him thanks by getting baptized. Publicly proclaim my gratitude 

for what He has done for me. 
 

There is no greater love than to lay down one’s life for one’s friends. You 
are my friends if you do what I command. John 15:13-14 (NLT) 

 
2. Give Him thanks by taking communion, thus remembering what He 

did for me. 
 

…The Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed took bread, and 
when he had given thanks, he broke it, and said, “This is my body, 
which is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” In the same way 
also he took the cup, after supper, saying, “This cup is the new cove-
nant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of 
me.”  1 Corinthians 11:23-25 (ESV) 

 
3. Give Him thanks by singing praises to Him. 
 

Sing your hearts out to God! Thank Him to His face! Psalm 30:4 (MSG) 
 
 
 



4. Give Him thanks by talking about His goodness to others.  
 

Give thanks to the Lord and proclaim his greatness. Let the whole 
world know what he has done. Sing to him; yes, sing his praises. Tell 
everyone about his wonderful deeds. 1 Chronicles 16:8-9 (NLT) 

 
5. Give Him thanks by telling Him how grateful I am. Remember all He 

has done for me.  
 

Don't worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell God 
what you need and thank Him for all He has done. Philippians 4:6 (NLT) 

 
6. Give Him thanks by loving what He loves; others.  
 

And the King will say, “I tell you the truth, when you did it to one of 
the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were doing it to me!” 
Matthew 25:40 (NLT) 

 
7. Give Him thanks by giving back a portion of what He has given to 

me.  
 

But who am I, and who are my people, that we should be able to give 
as generously as this? Everything comes from you, and we have given 
you only what comes from your hand. 1 Chronicles 29:14 (NIV) 
 
I will give you an offering to show thanks to you... Psalms 116:17 (NCV)
