How to Dream Again 
 
Trust that God is faithful.

Live a life of faithfulness.  
 

But you must remain faithful to the things you have been taught. You 
know they are true, for you know you can trust those who taught you.  
2 Timothy 3:14 (NLT)  
 
Never give up hope.  
 
Let us hold tightly without wavering to the hope we affirm, for God can 
be trusted to keep his promise. Hebrews 10:23 (NLT)

10:23 and take time daily to meditate on the truth that God is a promise 
keeper. Realize that God’s timing is always perfect. So, don’t give up 
hope and begin to dream again. Ask God to help you see the possibilities 
that He has for you.
