Live Your Calling: What On Earth Am I Here For? (Part 2)

2. I can talk to Him and get His help and guidance on anything.  
 

“All who are led by the Spirit of God are children of God. So, you should not be like 
cowering, fearful slaves. You should behave instead like God's very own children, 
adopted into his family—calling him ‘Father, dear Father.’ … And since we are his 
children, we will share his treasures—for everything God gives to his Son, Christ, is 
ours, too...” Rom. 8:14-15, 17 (NLT)  
 

3.  I have real help for the pains and struggles I don’t understand.   
  

“And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who 
have been called according to his purpose.”

4. I still matter regardless of my situation or age.   
 

“There is no fear in love.  But perfect love drives out fear, because fear has to do 
with punishment...”

5. I worship instead of worry. 
 

“So don't worry about having enough food or drink or clothing.  He will give you all 
you need from day to day if you live for him and make the Kingdom of God your pri-
mary concern.  So don't worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will bring its own wor-
ries. Today's trouble is enough for today.”  Matt.  6:31, 33-34 (NLT)
